Some of you probably are a little surprised that | am still talking about this subject in the 21st
century. Since the end of World War Il (WW Il), a number of international organizations (The United
Nations, The World Trade Organizations, The International Tribunal Court, The International Monetary
Funds, etc.) were formed to address the issue of "might is right". Justice, fairness, and majority rule
are expected to prevail in international conflict, whether it be in economic, diplomatic, or military arena.
But unfortunately and as a matter of fact, "might is right" always existed in the past and is with us up
to the present days.

There were plenty of examples that "might is right" is the norm rather than exception in the past.
For example, At the end of WW Il, Japan surrendered unconditionally to the allied forces. China
suffered horrendously by the Japanese invasion and occupation from 1931 to 1945. China was
extremely poor and the country was substantially destroyed by the Japanese army during that
period. China did not receive a dime from Japan for compensation because it was the decision of the
mighty United States. Some of the war criminals were never tried (for example, the leader of the
Japanese biological warfare unit in China) because the U. S. thought these criminals still possess
some value. The very weak and poor China had very little to say on these issues.
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Fast forward to the 21st century. In 2001, right after the 911 terrorist's attack of the world trade
center, plans to attack Afghanistan were made in the White House. When informed that the attack
would violate international law, President George W. Bush yelled in the narrow conference room, "I
don’t care what the international lawyers say, we are going to kick some ass." (see the attached
excerpt of an article by Noam Chomsky) This clearly indicates that "might is right" and forget about the
international laws because the U. S. is the sole superpower of the world. Some may say that it is
understandable that the mood in the U. S. was to attack Afghanistan no matter what, because how can
Afghanistan protects terrorists that dare to attack the U. S. Unfortunately, the U. S. did not stop there.
The policy of the neo-conservatives in the National Security Council of the Bush White House
completely agreed with the principle that "might is right" and carried it to the next war on Iraq.
According to Chomsky, The U.S.-UK invasion, utterly without credible pretext, is the major crime of the
twenty-first century. In Iraq the United States suffered a severe defeat, abandoning its official war aims,
and leaving the country under the influence of the sole victor, Iran. Aside from the damages that the U.
S. did to itself (a trillion dollar down the drain and many thousands of U. S. casualties), the principle
of "might is right" is still intact. Why is that? Imagine an alien, with just and fair mind, descended from
outer space and examined the Irag war. This alien would send George W. Bush and the neo-cons to the
world court for trial on crime against humanity.

S. is the only superpower in the world and the rest of the world is indeed powerless, both militarily and
economically.

Recent development in the South China Sea is worth mentioning here. China, following the steps
of Vietnam and Philippines, expanded the built up of artificial islands there.

Washington, in the name of maintaining freedom of navigation (freedom of navigation is never an issue
because China also needs to keep those sea lanes open), is sending naval ships to the region,
deliberately entering within the 12 nautical miles of these islands (the limit of what international law
regards as an island's territorial sea) to challenge the Chinese claims (economic sanction against
China is not feasible because the growth of the world economy depends a great deal on China's
growth). The tensions are high and still escalating. What will happen there is anybody's guess.
However, the U. S. media and pundits are saying that, besides the right of freedom of navigation, the
purpose of the show of U. S. military might is to tell China that might is not necessarily right. This is
indeed ludicrous because the U. S. has just demonstrated that, through the wars against Iraq and
Afghanistan, "might is right". The U. S. news media and pundits truly have extremely short memories
because the wars against Irag and Afghanistan have not even ended yet. Furthermore, by projecting
the mighty U. S. military into the South China Sea to show China who is the boss there will really
defeat the purpose of establishing the doctrine of "might is not right" that the pundits claim. It is ironic
that the only superpower in the world is projecting its military might into a region to intimidate and to
show that "might is not right". What this action really does is to show China that "might is right".
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President Obama just visited Vietnam and lifted the U. S. arms embargo. Obama said the lifting of
the arms embargo had nothing to do with China. Everybody knows that this action is directed towards
China. Obama says so because the U. S. still wants to do business with China so that the U. S.
economy will not be hurt by his policy and action. "While Washington doesn't take sides, [Obama] said,
it does support a diplomatic resolution based on "international norms" and not based on who's the
bigger party and can throw around their weight a little bit more," a reference to China. Here again
Washington forgot that "might is right" are completely and vividly demonstrated by the U. S. in Iraq
and Afghanistan, and now Washington is telling China that "might is not right".

Fortunately, China shows some restraint in its activities in the South China Sea (may be because
China is not a superpower yet). China still wants to settle the issues peacefully and would like to
negotiate with individual country that also claims some of the territory there. As some experts in
international politics pointed out that the U. S., being the sole superpower in the world, should lead by
example. If not, the next superpower (most likely China) will likely follow the precedent set by
Washington. The U. S. just set a bad example on "might is right" for the invasion of Iraq, let us hope
China will not follow the footsteps of the U. S. when China becomes number one in the world.

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Who Rules the World
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Following is an excerpt from the book of "Who Rules the World", by Noam Chomsky.
The Challenges Today: The Islamic World
Let us turn to the third region of major concern, the (largely) Islamic world, also the scene of
the Global War on Terror (GWOT) that George W. Bush declared in 2001 after the 9/11 terrorist
attack.
To be more accurate, re-declared. The GWOT was declared by the Reagan administration
when it took office, with fevered rhetoric about a “plague spread by depraved opponents of
civilization itself’ (as Reagan put it) and a “return to barbarism in the modern age” (the words
of George Shultz, his secretary of state).
The original GWOT has been quietly removed from history. It very quickly turned into a
murderous and destructive terrorist war afflicting Central America, southern Africa, and the
Middle East, with grim repercussions to the present, even leading to condemnation of the
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United States by the World Court (which Washington dismissed). In any event, it is not the
right story for history, so it is gone.

The success of the Bush-Obama version of GWOT can readily be evaluated on direct
inspection. When the war was declared, the terrorist targets were confined to a small corner of
tribal Afghanistan. They were protected by Afghans, who mostly disliked or despised them,
under the tribal code of hospitality -- which baffled Americans when poor peasants refused “to
turn over Osama bin Laden for the, to them, astronomical sum of $25 million.”

There are good reasons to believe that a well-constructed police action, or even serious
diplomatic negotiations with the Taliban, might have placed those suspected of the 9/11
crimes in American hands for trial and sentencing. But such options were off the table.
Instead, the reflexive choice was large-scale violence -- not with the goal of overthrowing the
Taliban (that came later) but to make clear U.S. contempt for tentative Taliban offers of the
possible extradition of bin Laden.

How serious these offers were we do not know, since the possibility of exploring them was
never entertained. Or perhaps the United States was just intent on “trying to show its muscle,
score a victory and scare everyone in the world. They don’t care about the suffering of the
Afghans or how many people we will lose.”

That was the judgment of the highly respected anti-Taliban leader Abdul Haqg, one of the many
oppositionists who condemned the American bombing campaign launched in October 2001 as
"a big setback" for their efforts to overthrow the Taliban from within, a goal they considered
within their reach.

His judgment is confirmed by Richard A. Clarke, who was chairman of the Counterterrorism
Security Group at the White House under President George W. Bush when the plans to attack
Afghanistan were made. As Clarke describes the meeting, when informed that the attack
would violate international law, "the President yelled in the narrow conference room, ‘I don’t
care what the international lawyers say, we are going to kick some ass."

The attack was also bitterly opposed by the major aid organizations working in Afghanistan,
who warned that millions were on the verge of starvation and that the consequences might be
horrendous.

The consequences for poor Afghanistan years later need hardly be reviewed.

The next target of the sledgehammer was Irag.

The U.S.-UK invasion, utterly without credible pretext, is the major crime of the twenty-first
century. The invasion led to the death of hundreds of thousands of people in a country where
the civilian society had already been devastated by American and British sanctions that were
regarded as “genocidal” by the two distinguished international diplomats who administered
them, and resigned in protest for this reason.

The invasion also generated millions of refugees, largely destroyed the country, and
instigated a sectarian conflict that is now tearing apart Irag and the entire region. It is an
astonishing fact about our intellectual and moral culture that in informed and enlightened
circles it can be called, blandly, “the liberation of Iraq.”

Pentagon and British Ministry of Defense polls found that only 3% of Iraqis regarded the U.S.
security role in their neighborhood as legitimate, less than 1% believed that “coalition” (U.S.-
UK) forces were good for their security, 80% opposed the presence of coalition forces in the
country, and a majority supported attacks on coalition troops.

Afghanistan has been destroyed beyond the possibility of reliable polling, but there are
indications that something similar may be true there as well. Particularly in Iraq the United
States suffered a severe defeat, abandoning its official war aims, and leaving the country
under the influence of the sole victor, Iran.
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The sledgehammer was also wielded elsewhere, notably in Libya, where the three traditional
imperial powers (Britain, France, and the United States) procured Security Council resolution
1973 and instantly violated it, becoming the air force of the rebels.

The effect was to undercut the possibility of a peaceful, negotiated settlement; sharply
increase casualties (by at least a factor of 10, according to political scientist Alan Kuperman);
leave Libya in ruins, in the hands of warring militias; and, more recently, to provide the Islamic
State with a base that it can use to spread terror beyond.

Quite sensible diplomatic proposals by the African Union, accepted in principle by Libya’s
Muammar Qaddafi, were ignored by the imperial triumvirate, as Africa specialist Alex de Waal
reviews. A huge flow of weapons and jihadis has spread terror and violence from West Africa
(now the champion for terrorist murders) to the Levant, while the NATO attack also sent a
flood of refugees from Africa to Europe.

Yet another triumph of “humanitarian intervention,” and, as the long and often ghastly record
reveals, not an unusual one, going back to its modern origins four centuries ago.
