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The embattled ‘US president

Bad news keeps coming Obama's way.

In Tokyo, he gave two more-than-generous gifts to Shinzo Abe: In the capacity of the
sitting U.S. president, he
formally declared that the
Japan-U.S. security treaty
applies to China's Diaoyu
Islands, and that the U.S.
endorses Japan's claim to
the right to collective self-
defense (CSD). Both
promises have long been
craved by the right-wing
Japanese prime minister.

What did he get in return?

Practically nothing, except, Obama reviews what some called the world's best

ever had."

He failed to achieve a trade deal after marathon negotiations over the Trans-Pacific
Partnership (TPP), the proposed regional trade pact. Shinzo Abe was unable to overcome
entrenched resistance from Japanese farmers.

Obama had hoped to use his visit to announce an agreement under which Japan
would open its markets in rice, beef, poultry and pork, a critical step toward the TPP, a
key pact that underlies his strategic rebalance to Asia.

It was a dismal failure. "Troubles never come singly" as the Chinese saying goes.

Israel announced that it was suspending peace negotiations with the Palestinians, after a
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reconciliation was reached between the Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO) and
Hamas. This happened in spite of the fact that U.S. Secretary of State John Kerry has
made great investments.

As the Ukraine crisis escalates, the much maligned Russian President Vladimir Putin
seems to have the upper hand, at least for now.

Russia enjoys considerable support from ethnic Russians in eastern Ukraine, so, as
another Chinese saying goes, it enjoys the advantage of "favorable timing, geographic
and human conditions."

In addition, Russia also enjoys a military edge. As the New York Times' chief military
correspondent Michael Gordon wrote in the Times, Russia has skillfully employed 21stt-
century tactics that combine cyber warfare, an energetic information campaign and the
use of highly trained special operation troops to seize the initiative from the West.

Gordon also reflects the West's worries about the implications of the Russian
military to the security of Moldova, Georgia, Central Asia nations and even the Central
European nations that are NATO members.

Russia is conducting large-scale military exercises along its border with Ukraine,
presumably "to cool down the hotheads in Kiev."

U.S. Assistant Secretary of State Victoria Nuland's hand-picked "our Yats", the
interim Prime Minister Arseniy Yatsenyuk, even made the alarming cry that Putin is about
to start WWIII!

To meet that threat, Washington and its European allies are to step up their
sanctions against Russia. But how far they will go remains to be seen, as EU is reluctant
to go along with it. Trade between the EU and Russia amounted to almost $370 billion in
2012, while U.S. trade with Russia was only about $26 billion that year. And about one
guarter of EU's gas supplies originate in Russia. So until recently, it had lobbied to block
or at least dilute any sanctions.

As Obama's public support falls below 50 percent, polls show that in the coming
mid-term elections, the Republicans will be able to maintain their majority in the House of
Representatives and could take over the Senate. That is another piece of bad news for
the embattled U.S. president.

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China is uncontainable

"Containment" was the policy originally devised by the veteran U.S. diplomat George
F. Kennan (1904-2005) in the late 1940s, most specifically in his "Long Telegram" from
Moscow in 1946, and the subsequent " X" article "The Sources of Soviet Conduct" of 1947.
It was the policy the United States pursued in dealing with its principal adversary the
Soviet Union in the Cold War, admittedly often against Kennan's original design.

Kennan talked about China at some length in 1999 in an interview with Richard
Ulman. He said, "The Chinese are the French of Asia.... They are both proud people...

conscious of being bearers of a great cultural tradition.... They like to be left alone." He

suggested that U.S. policy "should be to treat them with the most exquisite courtesy and
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respect on the official level." Kennan was quite right when he said the Chinese are not
going to love America and are not going to become like the Americans.

George Kennan had the rare insight that he said without hesitation "the planet is
never going to be ruled by any single political center, whatever its military power." (see
Ulman's interview in The New York Review of Books, August 12, 1999)

In fact, as Kennan's biographer John Lewis Gaddis pointed out, "The chief strategist
of containment... became its chief critic."

Unfortunately, the American political class has not followed Kennan's advice.

It is not difficult to see that a rapidly rising country of 1.3 billion people is
uncontainable. Nearly all countries on this planet regard China as a major economic and
trading partner, and therefore would not follow Washington in its efforts to contain
China's rise.

The United States has enough trouble in other parts of the world that it has no more
resources to spare to contain China, not to mention Obama's troubles at home. He was
forced to cancel his trip to attend ASEAN summit last October because of government
shutdown.

Above all, contrary to the conventional wisdom that when a country gets stronger, it
also becomes more assertive and aggressive, China's rise is peaceful. That is no
accident, China's peaceful rise is rooted in its fundamental character as a socialist
country, a third-world country, and a country of Oriental civilization.

China follows its "Wang Dao" (kingly way, or benevolent government) tradition,
which is diametrically opposed to "Ba Dao" (hegemonic way, or rule by force). So to
avoid the "Thucydides trap"”, China's President Xi Jinping proposed to establish a "new-
type great power relationship" with the United States, and he reached agreement with
U.S. President Obama in their California shirtsleeve meetings.

It is true, containment is only part of U.S. strategy. The other part is engagement. The
two countries have far more common interests than differences, not least a $500 billion

annual economic relationship.
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Unlike the former Soviet Union, China does not seek hegemony. It does not
challenge the world order dominated by Washington as it is a beneficiary of that order.
And as Xi noted: the Pacific is huge enough to hold both the United States and China and
all the other countries in the region.

It would be wise for Washington to follow George Kennan's advice: treat China with
the most exquisite courtesy and respect.

China's principled stand

Part of America's propaganda war tactic is to
spread the lie of the "China threat."

1in the East China Sea or the South China Sea, it is

way round.

China's principled stand is: It never claims what does not belong to China; it never
cedes what does belong to China.

China does not make trouble; it is not afraid of trouble.

China will never fire the first shot; but will certainly fire back when attacked. "We will
not attack unless we are attacked; if we are attacked we will certainly counterattack."

China pursues a good-neighbor policy, offering friendship and goodwill, cooperation

and a win-win outcome in all dealings. That is why the troublemaking by Vietnam and
the Philippines at the ASEAN meeting in Nay Pyi Taw, Myanmar, trying to harm China's
friendship with ASEAN, got nowhere.

Behind the troublemakers is of course their instigator-manipulator, the United States,

the hegemon that is losing its touch. Even U.S. officials now fret about the country's

inability to either ensure stability in general or specific outcomes favored by the Obama
administration. Its war chief Chuck Hagel conceded that the U.S. may not be perceived
internationally as being quite as powerful as it had been in the past.

There is no reason for Washington to get involved in these territorial disputes. They
are none of its business. So it hypocritically declares that it takes no position on those
disputes, which is an obvious lie. Its only excuse for getting involved is so-called
freedom of navigation, which has never been a problem.

Japan and the Philippines are mere chess pieces which Washington places on the
Pacific chess board. They serve as hired thugs who keep stirring up trouble to hamper
China's growth. They are nuisances that China has to deal with. But after Syria and
Crimea, they have deep fears that their patron may not be so reliable.

That was why Obama recently visited them to assure them of Big Brother's backing.
And he further strengthened military ties with both countries, in a truly provocative way
that angered China.

So encouraged, the Philippine maritime police brazenly hijacked a Chinese fishing
boat, the Qionggionghai 09063, carrying eleven Chinese fishermen near the Half Moon
Shoal of the Nansha Islands. Manila claimed that the fishing boat entered the Philippines’
exclusive economic zone. But the Half Moon Shoal area is indisputably within China's
territorial waters.

Manila has now put some of the Chinese fishermen on trial. That surely cannot be
end of the story. "It is no propriety not to reciprocate," as the Chinese saying goes. So
let's wait and see what happens next.The author is a columnist with China.org.cn.
