It is
to the "natural imitation". Otherwise they became east imitation of polio

plus partners. In fact, the deformation of Picasso's painting has its characteristics, is
recognized by the world. But our Chinese calligraphy is formed by thousands of
calligraphers and calligraphy in 5000. its traditional art dental laboratories is not a simple

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China and Britain - comprehensive
strategic partners

How to respond to China's rise has been a major test for Western leaders. U.S.
President Barack Obama has repeatedly stated that Washington welcomes a
strong and prosperous China. It has indeed engaged China, especially in
economics and trade. But at the same time, it is doing its best to contain China's
rise, using its allies Japan and the Philippines to stir up troubles and is trying to
slow China's growth.

Not so with British Prime Minister David Cameron. He is on record as having
declared: China's rise is one of the "defining facts" of our age and we must "like
it or lump it", last December when he visited China along with a huge delegation.
He also said Chinais an opportunity, not a threat. And he offered to be Beijing's
strongest advocate in the West, saying no country is more ready than Britain to
welcome China to the "top table of global affairs.”

"Lump it" admirably describes the dual attitude of the United States.
Cameron said those glowing words partly to mend relations which were strained
after he met with the Dalai Lama in 2012. But he made good of his promise when
he declared that he would continue to press the EU to strike a trade deal with
China and for free trade within the G20 and WTO members at a joint press
conference with visiting Chinese Premier Li Kegiang.

Li has just completed a fruitful three day visit to London, where the two
countries signed trade deals worth more than US$28 billion, including a 12 billion
pound agreement by which BP will supply CNOOC 1.5 million tons of LNG per
year over 20 years from 2019. And Royal Dutch Shell signed a cooperation
agreement with CNOOC, covering upstream, midstream and downstream

activities.
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China Minsheng Investment Corporation, the country's largest private
investment group, will open its European headquarters in London with an
investment of 1.5 billion pounds in a range of sectors.

Premier Li also called on China and Britain to boost cooperation in nuclear power,
high-speed railways, infrastructure and urbanization.

Earlier he had a cordial visit with Queen Elizabeth at Windsor Castle.

What is most notable is perhaps his speech at Chatham House in which he tried
to calm some misgivings about China's rise. He said: "Expansion is not in the
Chinese DNA, nor can we accept the logic that a strong country is bound to
become hegemonic." He stressed China's determination to prevent territorial
disputes from getting out of control, and to uphold order and stability and bring
the issue back on track through consultation and negotiation.

"China's development over the past three decades has been achieved in a
peaceful and stable environment. We have benefited from this environment. Why
should we give up this benefit and this environment?" The argument is
convincing.

He also assured the audience that there wouldn't be a hard landing for
China's economy."

This year marks the tenth anniversary of the establishment of the China-
Britain comprehensive strategic partnership. Both leaders agree to seize the
unique opportunity to lift bilateral relations to a new level.

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Two contrasting world views

Chinese and U.S. leaders recently expressed two sharply contrasting world views.

In his commencement speech at West Point, U.S. President Barack Obama said,
"America must always lead on the world stage."

In contrast, in his speech commemorating the 60th anniversary of the "Five Principles
of Peaceful Coexistence," Chinese President Xi Jinping said no country should
monopolize world affairs.

"All countries are equal members of the international community, whether they are big
or small, strong or weak, rich or poor," Xi said.

In the speech at West Point, Obama went on to say, "In the 21st century, American
isolationism is not an option."

So America is to continue intervening everywhere in the world. The United States
became an empire by waging foreign wars, beginning with the Mexican-American war in
which America annexed huge chunks of Mexican territory, and the Spanish-American
War in which America occupied Cuba and the Philippines.

In contrast, Xi, in his speech, called on countries to uphold common security.

"All countries have the right to participate in international and regional security affairs on
an equal footing and shoulder the shared responsibility to maintain security both
internationally and in various regions,” Xi said. "We should champion common,
comprehensive, cooperative and sustainable security and respect and ensure every
country's security."

Even at the zenith of China's power during the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644), Zheng He led
a 200-ship fleet on seven peaceful and friendly missions to Southeast Asia, the Middle
East and East Africa. As Chinese leaders noted, expansion and aggression are not in
Chinese people's DNA. Instead the Chinese tradition has always been peace, friendship
and harmony.

U.S. history is filled with subversion and regime change by CIA, notably the

subversion of Iran's democratically elected government of Mohammed Mossadeq, the
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Guatemalan government of Jacobo Arbenz and the Chilean government of Salvador
Allende.

Recently the United States has openly waged wars to affect regime change in
Afghanistan, Irag and Libya, killing Saddam Hussein and Gaddafi. U.S. Assistant
Secretary of State Victoria Nuland directed the coup in Kiev that deposed democratically
elected Ukrainian President Victor Yanukovych. And Obama is bent on overthrowing
Syria's Bashar al-Assad.

All these actions are in direct violation of the Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence:
mutual respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity, mutual non-aggression, non-
interference in each others' internal affairs, equality and mutual benefit and peaceful
coexistence.

As President Xi pointed out, these five principles are not outdated but remain as
relevant and important in handling international relations.

In 1954, when Chinese, Indian and Myanmar leaders initiated the Five Principles, | was
on the staff of a newly commenced news magazine and we enthusiastically reported the
historic event. "Penchasheela" and "Hindi-Chinni Baiyi baiyi" resounded all over the
place. Sixty years have elapsed, and those words are as fresh as ever.

development and cooperation must prevail.

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Japanese PM circumvents the constitution

aggression and war are certainly in Japanese Prime Minister
Shinzo Abe's blood. He is the maternal grandson of Nobusuki
Kishi, a war criminal jailed for looting China but was released
from Sugamo prison by U.S. Gen. Douglas MacArthur and
later became Japanese prime minister.

Abe wants to make Japan a "normal country" with the right to

collective self-defense, that is, the right to fight wars again.

His coalition partner the New Komeito has basically caved in under relentless pressure
from Abe as it declared it would not resign from the coalition over this issue. Regrettably,
the New Komeito, which was founded by the Nichiren Buddhist organization Soka Gakkai,
is supposed to be a pacific party.

With the New Komeito on board, the cabinet approved Abe's resolution to reinterpret the
war-renouncing constitution to open the way for Japan to exercise the right to collective
self-defense.

The resolution would allow Japan to exercise the right to collective self-defense if an
armed attack is to be launched on countries that have close relations with Japan, and the
fundamental rights of the Japanese people are in imminent danger. However, use of
force in exercising the right would be permitted only in cases where there is no

alternative, and should be limited to the minimum necessary.
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All these conditions are subject to interpretation. What are countries that have close

relations with Japan? The United States, obviously; Australia, to which Abe wants to
transfer submarine technology. What about the Philippines? And

nation and the threat or use of force as means of settling
international disputes."

Shinzo Abe was able to reinterpret and thus circumvent the constitution because he has
majority votes in both houses of the Diet.

But ultimately, Washington serves as the decisive enabler. It has come out explicitly in
support of Japan's claim to the right of collective self-defense, so that Japan can serve
better as its pawn and do the dirty work which it is reluctant or unable to do itself.

In the end it will be lifting a rock to crush its own toes, as the Japanese right has not
forgotten the atomic bombing of Hiroshima and Nagasaki and the fire bombing of Tokyo
and other Japanese cities.
