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Abstract: Life consists of both body and soul. Everybody has a soul. Soul is the origin, the governor, and the root of life. As the root of life, soul dominates a living body, controls man’s spirit, man’s consciousness, mental ability and behaviors. It also determines man’s life and death. When a person’s soul separates in part from his (or her ) body, he (or she) is unable to think and remains in a state of coma. But he (or she) does not die and the soul is still linked with its body by a silver cord through a point on the head of the “dead” person. This phenomenon is known as soul’s semi-out-of-the-body phenomenon. When the soul is back in the body, it can bring with it what it sees in the other world and store it in the memory. The person involved can recall this experience distinctively. If the soul is not back and the linking cord is broken, the person will die. We call this phenomenon soul’s complete-out-of-the-body phenomenon. So man’s soul determines the life and death of man. Having separated from its body, a soul neither disappears nor dies, but enters another world, i.e. the world of ghosts.

It is worthwhile discussing whether the life is only a matter of physical body.

Biologists, physiologists as well as the medical world have conducted numerous researches on the life and death of  physical body. These researches have contributed beneficially to the existence and development of mankind. So far, however, many phenomena remain inexplicable in the science of biology and medicine. It is not convincing to interpret these phenomena as illusion and superstition. Therefore, we should take into consideration the possibility of whether, apart from the physical body that can be seen by eyes, something else exists in man’s life. First, I’ll illustrate my point by citing cases occurred around the people I know.

Soul’s Semi-out-of-the-Body Phenomena
In order to explore whether, apart from the body, there’s something else existing in man’s life. let’s look at the following cases.

Case 1: In November, 1995, a woman by the name of Qi Yufeng took her grandson Ma Zhi Xiao to the school hospital for a preventive injection. My cooperator happened to work in that hospital. The boy was frightened and cried loudly when he was given the injection. After the boy and his grandmother left the hospital, my cooperator saw (with her paranormal ability) the boy’s soul lingering in the room. The following day, my cooperator went to work and checked the injection room and found the soul was gone. Later, I called on Qi Yufeng’s house to confirm this and it turned out to be true. Qi Yufeng said, “The boy kept crying when he was given the injection. He fell asleep on my way home. But he started to cry again when we got home. He kept on crying with white foams coming out of his mouth and his eyes shut tight. In the end I had to ask my neighbor Mrs. Song for help. We called back my boy’s soul by burning a special kind of paper and calling his name three times (This paper is regarded as the currency for the dead in the other world). At about 10 o’clock that night, the boy stopped crying and opened his eyes and was restored to his normal state.”

In the country, there are many such cases of kids losing their souls and having them back again through some mysterious rituals. What sort of phenomenon is it? If it is the nervous system of the brain that governs man’s behaviour, how come the boy, his brain uninjured, should act so abnormally? In my opinion, this is because the soul has taken leave of its body when the small kid get frightened. I call this phenomenon soul’s “semi-out-of-the-body phenomenon”. That is, a man’s soul has left its body, but there is still a link between the soul and the body. When a man’s soul is away from its body temporarily, it makes for the other world, leaving the brain in chaos. At this time, a man’s body will be out of control, his thinking irrational, and his behaviour abnormal. This soul’s semi-out-of-the-body phenomenon occurs in many situations. For instance, when a child is frightened, or when a person is in the paranormal state of qigong, or when somebody is near death. It may also be found when somebody is in a state of coma because of an injury caused by a traffic accident, or an earthquake or falling off from a place of height. Now, let’s look at the other two real cases concerning victims in an earthquake in Tangshan, a city in northern China.

Case 2: When Mr. Li, who at the age of 12 suffered from the earthquake in Tangshan in 1976, regained his consciousness, he told the doctor about what he saw in his coma. He recalled, “It seemed that I was placed in the corpse room of the hospital, surrounded by many ghosts and strangers. My body did not seem to belong to me. My legs were gone and the fragments of my body were scattered around. Then I fell into an abyss. It was dark all around. Mysterious sounds and noises could be heard. Such a feeling lasted for half an hour.”

Case 3: Mr. Wang recalled, “I was fast asleep when I heard an explosive sound and felt a piece of ceiling falling on my chest. I struggled to free myself, but I couldn’t move. I wanted to call for help, but I couldn’t utter a word no matter how hard I tried. In a drowsy state, I entered the other world, where I saw a man approaching me with a limp. Although we were close to each other, his face was all a blur and I couldn’t make out his features. He led me into a deep dark hole. I could see nothing and followed him against my will. At the end of the hole, I found myself in front of a splendid underground palace. He went inside to report. After a while, I heard somebody said, ‘His name is not listed among the dead people, send him back!’ Just then, I opened my eyes and found myself lying on the bed in the hospital. Doctors and nurses were giving me emergency treatment.”

As I have mentioned above, soul’s semi-out-of-the-body phenomenon occurs when one is fast asleep, or in a state of coma, or in the paranormal state of qigong, or on the verge of death. We can see from the cases mentioned above that soul’s semi-out-of-the-body phenomenon is a common one in daily life. Its main traits are as follows:

1. The brain is in a state of disorder, unconsciousness, and abnormal behaviour.

2. The respiratory system, heart and blood are normal, but slower than normal, with eyes shut.

3. When the soul is out of its body and moves into the other world, it is still linked with its body by a silver cord through a point on the head of the “dead” person. My cooperator can see this silver card by means of her paranormal ability.

4. When the soul is wandering in the other world, it moves about just like a living person, seeing people and things that one cannot see in the physical world, meeting various kinds of souls as we talked about in the physical world.

5. When the soul is back in the body, it can bring with it what it sees in the other world and store it in the memory. The person involved can recall this experience distinctively. If the soul is not back and the linking cord is broken, the man will die.

Soul’s Complete-out-of-the-Body phenomena

What has been mentioned above is concerned with the soul’s incomplete-out-of-the-body phenomena. Next, I’ll further discuss the soul’s complete-out-of-the-body phenomena. The sole purpose of the discussion is to prove the soul is the origin and dominator of life. For the sake of convenience in our study, I’ll call the soul of a normal human being a soul, whereas I use ghost to stand for the soul that’s completely out of the body. We’ll first look at two cases:

Case 4: Liu Guojun, a fifty-year-old scholar at Nankai university, Tianjin, died of a disease in the spring of 1995. My cooperator Zhang Shuyun once worked in the same hospital with Song Shuzhen, the wife of Liu Guojun. The two women were on good terms with each other. When Zhang Shuyun paid a visit to his wife on hearing of Liu’s death, she saw (with her paranormal ability) the existence of Liu’s ghost in his bedroom, squatting under the table he used to work at. Zhang did not tell Song what she saw for fear she and her children might be scared. She informed Liu’s sister who came to the funeral. Zhang told her that she should burn some tokens of paper money at the home of the dead brother after Liu was taken to the cemetery and that she should also say something like this, “Don’t worry about your family, leave for where you ought to go.” Zhang also advised her to change the position of the bed. She did so and the result was that Liu’s ghost left his house for the other world.

Case 5: This is an unforgettable experience I underwent in 1943. My parents and I moved from my hometown, Wuchiao County, to another county, Chungli, in Hebei Province. We rented a house in a village. My father’s business involved traveling between the two counties, Wuchiao and Chungli. Our landlady had a daughter whose name was Ai Yuzhi, aged 18. We lived in the same courtyard. The landlady and her daughter lived in a house facing south, while ours was facing west.

Once my father went back to Wuchiao on business and Wang Chinglan, a woman who used to live in the same village with us, wanted to go to Chungli on business and asked my father if he would take her there. My father agreed. Unfortunately, during their first journey from Zhang Jiakou to Chungli County, Wang Chinglan died of a disease. My father buried her on the slope of a hill near the road. After about a year, my father traveled along the same route from Zhang Jiakou to Chungli. On the very night he arrived at home, Ai Yuzhi, the daughter of the landlady, all of a sudden, sat up on her bed and burst into crying. On hearing the cry, we got up and went out to their room. Seeing us, Ai Yuzhi said, “I’m dead for over a year. None of you have cared for me. I’m so poor that I can’t afford to buy anything.” My father promised to send her some money (by burning paper money for the dead) and told her not to cry and to leave immediately, but she went on saying some things we had said or done during the day time. Mind you, Ai Yuzhi was not on the spot while we had said and done what she was narrating to us. In the whole course of it, the girl was not herself at all. She acted just like the 40-year-old woman, Wang Qinglan, in the manner of voice, tone, facial expression and action. Having finished her narration, the girl got out of bed, went outside the gate of the courtyard to use the restroom and went back to bed again. My father asked her, “What happened to you just now?” “I don’t know,” she answered, “I just feel a little headache.” In fact, the girl Ai Yuzhi didn’t know the woman Wang Qinglan at all. Wang Qinglan never reached the place where we lived, for she died on the way to Chungli. My father had never told the landlady and her family anything about Wang Qinglan’s death.

Judging from these two actual cases, I conclude that man’s death includes at least two aspects:
1. The soul gets out of the body completely, but it will neither die, nor disappear, It enters another world in the form of a ghost. As to the activities of the ghost, we’ll discuss them later.

2. The disintegration of the biological body. The body stops functioning. Respiration and heart beat disappear. Therefore, all activities of the body come to an end along with the dead body.

Conclusions

From what we have discussed above, we can come to the following conclusions.

1. Human being has a soul. A person is unable to think and remains in a state of coma when his (or her) soul partly separates from its body. In case 5, when Wang Qinglan’s soul got into Ai Yuzhi’s body, Ai Yuzhi lost her own ability to think and began to think and speak as if she were Wang Qinglan. We can see from this case that soul controls person’s spirit, mental ability and behavior. When a soul separates in part from its body, the person does not die and his soul can return to its body and the person regains his consciousness.

2. A person dies when his soul leaves his body completely. Man’s soul determines the life and death of man. Having separated from its body, a soul neither disappears nor dies, but enters another world, i.e. the world of ghosts. A soul has the same mental ability and behaviors as a living person.

3. A soul has energy. This energy is different from common material energy; it is a kind of cosmic energy, a kind of paramaterial. In case 5, after Wang Qinglan’s soul invaded the body of Ai Yuzhi, it could control Ai’s soul and spoke on behalf of Wang Qinglan. This shows that Wang’s soul has more energy than Ai’s soul.

4. From the above 3 points, we can come to the conclusion that the material state of life is the unity of soul and body. Soul is the origin, the governor, and the root of life. As the root life, the soul dominates a living body, controls man’s spirit, man’s consciousness, mental ability and behavior. It also determines man’s life and death.

What is the nature of soul and ghost? My answer is that it is a form of qi (ch’i, not the air we breathe in and out), which is invisible and untouchable. I call this qi “paramaterial”, which is different from material in essence. It is paraperception, paratime, paraspace, parascience and powerful in energy. This paramaterial can act upon any forms of material, whereas material can not act upon paramaterial. All kinds of instruments and apparatus in the material world are incompetent to deal with paramaterial problems. Therefore, we can not treat the two different things in essence, material and paramaterial, by using the same methods.

This paramaterial not only exists in the human body but also exists in animals and plants. It not only exists inside the body but also outside the body. It exists in the whole universe and the whole space. In a word, qi exists everywhere and all times. Therefore, I think material and paramaterial exist in the same universe. To facilitate study, we divide the world into two worlds——material world and paramaterial world. All present researches, conducted on human bodies, animals and plants, nature, the moon, the Mars and the universe, are concerned with the material world. Little study has been made on the paramaterial world. As is mentioned above, soul, a paramaterial, is a part of life and determines the existence and development of the agent of life. Paramaterial possesses energy. Therefore, the study of paramaterial, of the unity of material and paramaterial, of the paramaterial world, is not only a science but also a new science, science of paramaterial. I believe the promotion and development of this science and research are not only beneficial to the existence and development of mankind but will lead to a new scientific revolution.
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
