Résumé

Wang Lianying, professor of Nankai University, Tianjin, China,born on April 5, 1934 in Wuqiao County, Hebei Province, graduated from the Department of Foreign Languages, Nankai University in 1962. When he was six years old, he joined an acrobatic group and trained in acrobatics and martial arts. The group went on touring shows in northeast China where he happened to find in a temple a god who could predict future occurrences and write them down in red paper with a brush. This left a deep impression on him and hence remained a puzzle to him. At 12, he went to primary school. He loved philosophy and literature when he was in middle school. He was inquisitive, diligent and independent in thinking. In 1957, he was enrolled with honors in the Department of Foreign Languages, Nankai Unversity, whereupon a new life was unfolded before him. He continued reading numerous literary and philosophical works, especially those of Lao Zi and Zhuang Zi and began writing articles on aesthetics. In early 1980s, he started learning qigong from Zhang Ruming,  a Buddhist qigong master. In 1986, he learned Taoist qigong from the distinguished qigong master Quan Guanliang. In the summer of the same year, he learned qigong from the great qigong master Yian Xin. This marked the beginning of his research on qigong. In 1990s, he began research on religion, esp. Taoism. Since 1995, on which point of time his wife acquired paramormal abilities and could perceive the changes of Yin qi and Yang qi, and could see souls and ghosts, he began to investigate into the science of life,esp. the study of soulology, and the study of paramaterial science. 

Beginning from the spring of 2000, he learned goddess qigong from master Miao Hang, a famous Buddhist monk, and also studied his books “The Explorer” and “The practitioner”. His cooperator, Yuan Yingxin, is able to summon four deities from other Milky Way system, who can talk with people and know everything in the world, in heaven and hell. Since 2000, he has often talked with the deities. His specialties are paramaterial science and parameterial philosophy wich are known as parapsychology in the West.
